A Masonic Day of Thanksgiving

The Feast of th&éabernacles commemorates the ceremonies of completion and dedication of King Solemeie, which
was begun in the year 2992 BC, and finished in the year 3000 BC, a little more than seven years in its erection.
3001 BC, six months after the completion, in the monthigifri, theTemple was dedicated with solemn ceremonies tq
service of the one Living antue God. In order that these ceremonies might be performed with the greatest possibl
nity, King Solomon postponed the dedication until the Feast ofebernacles, the 15th day Tishri.

The history of the “Feast dfishri” is based upon the Feast of Fabernacle, “Succos” described in the O&btament. In
the book of Leviticus, Chapter 28erse 34 we read, “The Fifteenth Day of this Seventh Morighi(J shall be the Feas
of the Tabernacles for seven days unto the Lord.” It was at one time considered the greatest festival among
Hebrews.

The directions for the observance of the Feast are related in the Book of Leviticus, “And ye shall take you on the
the fruit of godly trees, branches of palm trees, and boughs of thick trees and willows of the brook and ye shall rejo
the Lord your God seven days.
In ancient days, the joyous festival was observed by the Israelites in the Pal@stinian when they had finished the ag
