In noble and monumental granduer
its magnificient Corinthian fr ontage on
Harwood street, one of the most impes
sive architectural sights of the South,
the recently completed Dallas Scottish
Rite Cathedral, stands as the finest
building in the world devoted exclusive
ly to Scottish Rite Masongy, and the
third finest Masonic building in he
United Sates.

The mere recital of its estimated com
pletion cost, $330,000 &brds but inade-
quetly an appraisement of the cae and
thought and skill used in its conception
and creation and of the rae success
with which those plans have been ful
filled.

The imposing external beauty of the
Cathedral constitutes a congruous cov
ering for the veritable wealth of diverst
fied charm found in the exterior
Archetectural development fom the
greatest of the Egyptian Kings to the
Colonial of today is represented in the
treatment of virtues of the important
rooms and halls. Forinstance, on the
first floor one will find the purest classi
cal style in the $atuary Hall. The
Renaissance in the amethest parlor
modified Gothic in the alluring librar y
soft in tones of bown and red. lonic in
the office of Soveeign Grand Inspector
General In Texas, Sam PCochran, 330,
Dutch in the social and Billiard rooms.
And in the glittering banquet room,
scintillating with a unique system of cut
crystal chandeliers, the everfacinating
Louis XIV period is produced in a dek
cate profusion of ivory and soft rose.
This beautiful banquet room is the
largest in the South orWest, and has a
seating capacity of 1,100.

Modern Conveniences

On the second floorone will find the
lobby, which is in Roman lonic; the
Corinthian lodge room is geen and
gold: candidates lounging bom, modk
fied Colonial with color scheme of
brown and blue and smoking foyerin
the same efect. In the great degee
room are columns copied fom those in
the Temple of Karnak at Thebes. Over
sixty shades of colorare used harme
niously in the ornamental beams and
columns suppoting the ceiling of sky
blue - a ceiling wheeon the stars of the
twelve signs of the Zodiac a so cun
ningly constructed, and with such ingen
ious electrical attachments that when
the great hall is in total darkness, the
constellations seem to blaze in alleality
from the very heavens above.

The largest stage inTexas is in this
degree mom - and the largest pipe organ
in America. There are offices restrooms,
wardr obe rooms, bowling alley grill and
kitchen - heating, ventilating and light
ing systems which ae unsurpassed,
push button elevator and house tele
phone system - In sharevery device by
which modern ingenuity can add to
beauty and comfot and convenience.

This resume seeks only to deal in gener
alities. One should ead the detailed
description which follows to form some
conception of the splendopf the edifice.

Herbert M. Gr eene, the achitect, and
who for many months has given almost
uninteruptedly his constant attention to
the supervision of all the details of the
building , in describing it, says:

time of Building

“Few, if any, buildings in the South
represent an accomplishment ma
complete, thoough or beautiful than
the Dallas Scottish Rite Cathedral on
South Harwood street. Massive in in
size, noble in poportions, beautiful in
decoration and ornament, it represents
an achievement because beauty and util
ity have been combined in formulating
the finest exclusive Scottish Rite
Cathedral in the world and the third
finest Masonic building in the United
Sates.”

:The building has a frontage of 144
feet on Hamwood street and a depth of
115 feet. The front portion being two
stories, the ear three stories in height,
in addition to a spacious basement
under the entire building.”

“The external treatment of the build
ing is in the Corinthian style of architec-
ture, the walls being of mottled dark
gray brick, with deeply raked out joints,
and of Samford buff limestone, the
mass of the stone prdominating to such
an extent that it can be said the building
is of stone inlaid with brick, each mate
rial adding, by contrast, to the efect of
the other The stone quorms of the
external corners ae repeated in the
treatment of the windows, the first stoy
windows being flanked by Doric
pilasters, which in turn support stone
arches forming the transoms.The win-
dows of the second and third stories ar
bordered by molded and quormed stone
frames, the second stgr windows being
further enriched by stone balconies.
Sixty-one carloads of stone wer
required and used in the font and side
entrances of the building.”

Portico Required Labor

Satuary Hall Described

“As is customary in buildings of mon-
umental character Satuary Hall on the
first floor is treated in classical style.
This hall, 22 feet wide and 72 feet long,
is in the Roman DenticularDoric order,
the details and pioportions being from
the Theater of Marcellus at Rome.
Entrance to it is obtained through the
three large potico doors into the
vestibule and thence though the main
stair hall. The ceiling is bordeed and
paneled with Doric beams and cornices,
the beams being suppded where they
intersect the cornice, with English vein
Italian Marble pilasters having marble
capitals and molded beams. The side
walls between the pilasters have a wain
scot of the same marble, five feet high

Similarcusps
with deep Gothic moldings, all highly
enriched, are used in the quatrafoil plas
ter panels of the ceiling, all forming a
bold and unusual treatment.

The shafts of the
columns wee fluted by hand, each col
umn having twenty-four deeply cut
flutes with perfect edges. So strict wer
the requirements that over half the
stone forthese columns wasejected on

account of slight damage to the edges.

Much of the beauty of the potico lies in
the richly carved capitals cowning each
column. The stone was obtained fsm
Bedford, Indiana and was moughly

rich and delicate treatment that has
been obtained.

The Banquet Room

“In the east and north end of the first
floor, and occupying a space of 60x104
feet is the largest banquet @om in the
South or Southwest, seating about
eleven hunded. In keeping with the use
to which it is put, it is without question
the most gorgeous @om in the building.
The lavish ornaments in Louis XVI style
have been beautifully bought out in
shades of ivoy and delicate wose.
Columns at regular intervals support
highly ornamental ceiling beams that
parallel both directions of the pom,
forming large panels nearly twenty feet
square. Inthese panels have been mold
ed and planted a wealth of ornament
rich in detail and correct in design. The
side walls ae paneled in similarman-
ner, the panels being in a rich ose color
It is impossible to describe adequately
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the richness of the teatment in this
room, which compaes favorably with
the famous banquet halls of the Nah
and East.

“A new system of showetighting
has been used that is novel and ver
effective. In the cornerof each of the
eighteen ceiling panels a showdixtur e
has been placed, consisting of tiee dop
lights surrounded by cut ciystals and
suspended by silverplated tubes, cov
ered with glass and decorated ategular
intervals with silver balls. The canopy is
of composition molded and painted to
match the ornaments of the ceiling.
Each center of three dops is knit
togetherinto one fixture by ropes of cut
crystals from each of which hang cut
glass pendaleguesThe effect is so sue
cessful that by day ornight, and from
every part of the room, rays of light of
all the colors of the rainbow ae thrown
off in all directions giving a gorgeous
effect that has never before been
obtained. The floors of the mom are
highly polished and the thousand chairs
that surround the walls ae burch
mahoganized.

Sairways ar Artistic

“Ther e are two flights of stairs, join
ing each otherat a platform and from
thence continuing as a single stavay
ten feet in width. These stairs ae of
bronze and marble and wind aound the
side walls of the entrance lobby giving
access diect from the Satuary Hall to
the second floorlobby, the treatment of
which is the same in coloand materials
as Satuary Hall, except the style is
Roman lonic, taken from the second
order of the Theater of Marcellus.”

“T o the east of the second flodobby
is the large degee mom, within the
walls of which are conferred the degees
of the rite. This room is 60x125 feet in
size and has a ceiling height of thty
feet. The style is Egyptian, the large
engaged columns being copied ém
those in the geat Temple of Karnak at
Thebes. Acorss the south end of this
room is a galley for members, seating
more than three hundred. Under this
gallery is the candidatessmoking foyer,
previously described, which is separated
from the main floor of the degee mom
by a small lobby with leather covered
doors. The ceiling of the degee oom is
divided by large beams into five panels,
