2. Approximately $2 million in costs were incurred in the construction of improvements made to the Caffleelf@bllas Scottish Rite Library & Museum, Inc.,

501(c)3 nonprofit corporation, is obligated to pay for improvements to the Cathedral and the Scottish Rite Bodies are obligated to maintainAlienfeaitiy generat
ed from events held in the Cathedral are for the benefit of the Scottish Rite Baiikis time, the Library & Museum owes the Scottish Rite Bodies $1.9 million as rjgim
bursement of funds expended to improve the facility
3. In Sated Meeting minutes dated June 5, 1982, the Endowment Fund was created with specific provisions that the amount of annual dues paid by mem@ers would be
utilized in the operation of the Cathedral and contributions over and above the amount of membership dues would be used for endowment; providiee,Bunies/§r
were specifically authorized to invade principal and retained interest for operations of the flawéitgssary Typically, the Endowment Fund is used to cover remits.
4. With the exception of one small account that remains at Pilgrim Bank in Mt. Pleasant, all bank accounts have been moved to a D@l&a®itgntk. Bank pro
vided excellent service to the Bodies; howetlee ability to make deposits and handle the accounts locally necessitated a change.

5. The Dallas Scottish Rite Bodies Retirement PlanTndt has changed il8ustees from the PNGrust & Asset Management in Lubbock (Plains Capital Bank)§to
the Executive Gicers of the Dallas Scottish Rite Bodies. In addition, the Réninistrator was changed from thi¢atsonWyatt Group to JT\& Associates and the ne\l'
Investment Manager appointed is First Dallas Securifié® assets of the Plan are approximately $100,000 less than the obligations to the beneficiaries thereund
ther beneficiaries are being added to the Pl&then the assets equal the liabilities under the Plan, the same will be terminated in accordance with applicable law
6. The Dallas Scottish Rite Bodies are entitled to-fainths (4/9ths) of the assets of the Pires Foundation and an annual distribution is made to each of the bneficiar
ies by the trustees. Copies of fticles of Incorporation and Bylaws have been provided to each trustee serving under the Pires Foundation; its investment polidles as well
as the amount of distributions are currently under review
7. The building located at 2012015Young $reet across the street from the Cathedral had a new roof installed last Sepfeshbstos needs to be removed and bjds

for the same have been obtained. It is anticipated that the building will be remodeled and made available for rental as there appears to be a strong demand fdgf rental proper
ties in the area. Similar buildings located nearby are leased by attorneys.
8. In the past, the Supreme Council sent approximatie0D membership cards to tfalley of Dallas that were sorted by alpha, using the first letter of the last ifgame
only. It was then necessary for the Sons of Hiram to sort the cards in order to send out membership cards when duesVeehaymilibstantially reduced the amoynt

of work to be done by the Sons of Hiram as the Supreme Council has agreed to ship blank membership ceedieyaatitewe will print the cards as membership dles

are received.This procedure should reduce our costs as well as some of the confusion that we have experienced in the past in the dissemination of membershjp cards.
9. A scanner is now being used at the back door of the Cathedral to record attendance of members at variolisiirgfotsnation is stored in our computers afjd
helps us to plan for the events as well as reduce the check-inTtireeegistration of candidates has also been changed so that their information is recorded on Excef spread
sheets rather than utilizing cardBhis procedure has substantially reduced errors and allows for confirmation and accuracy of records in minimum time; by noon pf the day
of registration, all of the new candidategormation is recorded and stored in our computers.

10. There are approximately 2,600 members who have purchased Endowed Memberships; approximately 1,200 members have not paid their dues for 20p6 and we are
following up with those brothers.

1. TheArticles of Incorporation and Bylaws of all four of the Bodies have been secured; it is anticipated that there will be some updating revisions in the Bylaws for
each of the Bodies.

12. Ruibal's Landscape is negotiating with the Bodies to provide parking spaces for their customers who will be visiting their nearby newly expandetHacfities.
agreement will contain a provision making the spaces subject to availability based on Scottish Rite events.

13. The Cathedral was rented for weddings and corporate retreats, including one shoot for a segment of a national television program. In 2005, we hosted B8 events that

netted slightly in excess of $100,000 and the rental schedule for 2006 is ahead of the 2005 schedule, tBemeeatéy six Blue Lodges renting space in the Cathedral:
Trinity Valley #1048, Knox Corinthian #851, Sam@dchran #1335, Pentagon #1080, East Dallas #1200 and ClAudtin #1450. In addition, the Order of Eastetar
meets once a month.

15. Edwin F Kirkpatrick, 32° KCCH is the new General Secretary ofthkkey and he has substantially updated building management and maintenance.
16. In reviewing our files, we have inventoried 59 filing cabinets, drawers and cupboards and have archived more than ten boxes of materials that included historical
information. Over 350 pounds of documents and materials have been shredded with an estimated 250 Ibs. to be shredttezsshulytiplete records were as much ag40

years old. TheArchive Committee has been instructed to pull together materials with significant importanc¥abeyso that the same can be displayed in a designfted

area to be constructed.
17. We are in the process of assembling afic®fOperations Manual that will contain standard forms of letters and documents for each event held in the Cagpedral, a
punch list for such events and establishing general procedurefideragferations. In addition, Degree Mastetag8 Crew and Light and Sound Committee representafgves

are conducting a series of meetings in order to prepare a standardized script for each Degree, including movement of personnel during the Degree, furniture placement and
light and sound for each Degree. Upon approval of each, the same will not be subject to further change without a future meeting of the group.
18. Approximately 85% of the Fall and Spring Reuniamsiv members have volunteered for service in Degrees or on Commilleeare in the process of assigniry
these new members to such committéesese volunteers include everyone from a chef to electricians, from carpenters to security personnel, as well as drama andfpther relat
ed skills.
